Flexible Learning Furniture - In Years 1 & 5 we have implemented flexible learning furniture. Flexible furniture allows 
the students a variety of seating and work station options, such as; standing tables, kneeling tables, soft furnishings and 
more collaborative learning and teaching spaces.  The learning spaces have been fully supported by research to enhance 
student learning and engagement. Next year, we will have three Year Five classes, all of whom will have flexible 
furniture.  We have been able to purchase some additional resources for the Year 6 classrooms, so they will have some 
traditional desks and chairs and some flexible furniture.  Thanks to the generosity of the P&F we will be purchasing 
more flexible furniture in the new year for other year levels.  
 

2019 Booklists - All booklists have been sent home for 2019 and many people have been asking about labelling of items, 
particularly stationery.  We strongly encourage all items (uniforms and books) are labelled!  Stationery in Yr 1 and Yr 
5 DOES NOT need to be named. These items will be shared during the year.  Items in Yr 5 such as protractors etc SHOULD 
be named.  All unused items will be re-distributed to the students at the end of the year for use the following year.  
 

St Thomas More College - Mr Les Conroy, Principal of St Thomas More College Sunnybank attended our 
P&F meeting on Monday night.  He explained that 2019 and 2020 places for Year 7 are now FULL. If you 
have a sibling attending in 2020 you must enrol TODAY as they are only holding a very small number of 
places for late sibling enrolments. They are currently taking enrolments and interviewing for Year 7 places 
for 2021 and 2022. This means, if your child is currently in Year 3 or 4 and you are looking to attend St 
Thomas More for Year 7, you need to enrol now.  The college do want to give priority to students coming 
from local Catholic primary schools but are capping their numbers to 180 in Year 7, so places are filling 
fast. We have a couple of information packs at the office and brochures on 2019 Visitor Days.  
 

Mobile Phones - Students have been reminded that mobile phones and other devices are not to be used at the pick-up 
area. We ask if parents can reinforce this message to any student with a phone or device whilst waiting to be collected. 
This ensures the safety of the person, other individuals and the item as they can be easily damaged.  

 

St Vincent de Paul Christmas Appeal - This Friday at assembly we will launch our St 

Vincent de Paul Christmas Appeal. Each class will be allocated a family in need to donate 

hamper items to help brighten their Christmas.  Your class teacher will let you know the 

ages of the family members to assist you in selecting appropriate items.  Families are 

invited to donate new items that can be given as Christmas gifts or non-perishable food 

items for a Christmas day celebration (tinned fruit, jelly, lollies, Christmas pudding, bon 

bons etc).  Donations will be collected until Friday the 30th of November. Your child can place donations in the 

collection basket in their classroom.
